Project Board - Terms of Reference
The primary aim of the Project Board is to provide strategic advice and support for the implementation of an agreed Action Plan to Promote Sexual Health and Well-being in the Belfast Health and Social Care Trust (BHSCT) Area against an agreed timeframe. The Action plan will reflect the DHSSPS “Sexual Health Promotion Strategy and Action Plan 2008-2013” and will build on the previous HAZ Strategy and its implementation in North and West Belfast. This will be achieved through:  
1. Promoting multi-agency dialogue and collaborative working with key partners to ensure the development, progress and implementation of an agreed Action Plan;
2. Establishing agreed monitoring and evaluation mechanisms for all aspects of the Action Plan;
3. Ensuring joint ownership of the agreed Action Plan reflecting individual and organisational accountability;
4. Supporting existing programmes/services and the development of further appropriate programmes/services to meet the needs of young people and others;
5. Promoting co-ordinated action with a range of providers of programmes/services, which reflect a local response to implementation of the regional strategy;
6. Highlighting gaps in education/information programmes and service provision to policy makers;
7. Contributing to the creation of a supportive climate for dealing with sexual health needs;

8. Ensuring linkage with other relevant areas of development, including the DHSSPS “Sexual Health Promotion Strategy and Action Plan 2008-2013”;

9. Participating fully in other relevant structures such as the proposed Sexual Health Promotion Network, regional support and advisory structures;
